To use past tense when talking about events that have happened How did Blackbeard die? He was shot. When was Blackbeard alive? He was alive hundreds of years ago. 

Lots of discussion about pirates for preparation for next week—as the children will get to experience an amazing video hook, but they need to be bought into the idea of Blackbeard and pirates sailing the seven seas.
