These tours will give you and your child/children an opportunity to come and look around the school and re-familiarise yourself with the school environment.  On Thursday 18th June and Friday 19th June, we will be inviting parents and child/children into school for a face-to-face meeting with their class teacher, Mrs Meredith. Meetings will be ten minutes long and will give parents and children an opportunity to meet the staff and for the children to tell her about themselves.  On Thursday 25th June at 17:00 we will be holding an EYFS Parent’s Information Meeting. This will give you information about the EYFS curriculum and key information regarding school uniform and Cool Milk. We will have a child’s table set up, if you would like to bring your child with you. 
  On Thursday	 2nd July we will be holding our EYFS, half day transition. Please can you book onto your preferred slot using our online MS Teams form.

Session 2: 13:00 – 14:30
For this day, please can you drop your child off at the school office. We will collect all the children and then walk them through the school to the EYFS classroom, where they will begin their fun start to school. Please note parents will not be able to accompany their child past the school office.
  Children to then start school, full time, on Wednesday 26th August 2026.
